Adult Division, over 16 
Teen Division, ages 13 ï 16

Contest Rules 
¶ The main components of the structure must be made of gingerbread; 

cakes are not eligible for judging. 

¶ The structure must go along with the theme, ñA Shaler Experience.ò  

¶ Decorations may be made of a variety of food.  Please use non-food items 
sparingly.  

¶ Maximum house size is 16 inches high (including the base) by 12 inches wide. 

¶ Entries must be hand-made. No pre-packaged kits, please. 

¶ Entries must be received by Friday, December 11th to be eligible for judging.
